In this Season of Lent and 
Easteré we pray for 
ñRekindled, Revived and 
Resurrected Bodies, Minds 
and Soulsò   

This is from my devotions 
on "Forgive us our 
trespasses as we forgive 
those who trespass against 
us":  

Forgiveness is a gifté a gift 
that is so precious and has 
value precisely when it is 
given away. 

Iôll bet you donôt exactly 
feel like giving a GIFT to 
someone who wronged 
you, right? 
 
Here are some ways to 
forgive, when you think 
you canôt and the negative 
energy of anger, hurt and 
hatred are eating away at 
you:  

1. First, understand what 
forgiveness is not: it is 
not condoning an 
action; it is not saying 
ñitôs okayò; itôs not 
justifying bad behavior; 
it is not forgetting; it is 
not denial that you were 
hurt.  

2. Forgiveness is an 
exercise begun in private, 
when you are calmé 

before there is any face 
to face interaction.  

3. Sit in meditation and 
bring up a face of a 
person you need to 
forgive, and the actions 
or words you need to 
forgive them for. I say 
ñneedò because without 
forgiveness, there can be 
no healing and no 
moving on. This is for 
YOU.  

4. In this safe place, think 
about what may have 
prompted this person to 
hurt you. Itôs essential to 
realize that unkind and 
hurtful words and 
actions only come from 
pain. What can this 
personôs inner pain be? 
Can you feel compassion 
for it? That does not 
excuse the behavior - 
people always, always 
have choices in how to 
act - but it does shed 
some light on why they 
lack the self-control to 
hurt others. No need to 
psychoanalyze someone, 
just use your imagination 
and be compassionate to 
the pain they must feel 
inside, that makes them 
lose control.

And notice, forgiveness 
doesnôt depend upon the 
other person apologizing 
and accepting your offer 
of forgiveness. 

5. Now comes the harder 
part - releasing the 
emotional burden. Here 
are some things to think 
about:  

¶ As long as you carry a 
grudge against someone, 
you will be unhappy. So 
this is for you, so you can 
be happy again. 

¶ As long as you feel 
anger, bitterness and pain, 
you give that person 
POWER over you - to 
make you feel badly. Take 
back your ability to feel 
happiness again. 

¶ As long as you refuse 
to forgive, you are in the 
grip of ego (feeling 
wounded and judgmental, 
and feeling separate from 
others). 

¶ Whatever hurt you 
experienced, is in the past - 
and yet you may be 
carrying it with you into 
the present moment and 
projecting it into the 
future. This robs you of 
any inner peace you can 
experience right here, right 

now. Forgiveness lets you 
let go of the past. 

While sin and wronged 
feelings are on record and 
protection is not ignoredé 
Forgiveness dissipates 
anger, bitterness and 
resentment, allows the past 
to stay where it belongs 
and free you up to enjoy 
and experience the present. 

Forgiveness frees you from 
being consumed with 
unproductive thoughts - 
after all, why waste time on 
thoughts of revenge, or 
wishing a person ill, when 
you could be focusing your 
thoughts on making your 
life better? 
 
When you offer 
forgiveness, remember to 
forgive YOURSELF ï stop 
replaying over and over 
again every mistake you 
have ever made. 
Remember that inner pain 
that causes people to act in 
hurtful ways - again, not 
excusing or condoning the 
behavior, but shedding 
compassionate light on it.

The cleaning and òmitigationó phase has been completed, including 

the cleaning and tuning of our beautiful organ.   

It is so wonderful to be back in our church for Sunday services.  

The choir is back rehearsing on Wednesday evenings, other regular 

meetings are occurring in the sanctuary, we have been able to have 

coffee every Sunday thanks to Kenõs ingenuity and resourcefulness 

and the Altar Guild has been able to accomplish all of their tasks 

for Sunday services.   

A comprehensive list was created of all of the items we have lost, 

that list was meticulously organized and priced, using hand written 

notes and photographs that were taken following the fire.  That list 

was shared with our Insurance Company and we anticipate 

receiving those funds shortly.   

The design for the re-build has been settled upon with the 

Insurance Company and the contractor, the architect has drawn up 

the detailed specifications so that the City Inspectors can give us 

the go ahead we need to begin the building project.   

One of the first steps will be for Superior Construction to get bids 

from sub-contractors on the electrical, plumbing, dry wall, painting 

work to be done.  Once they have completed that work, they will 

share the cost with us and we will be able to determine a timeline.   

A small group of folks have already expressed interest in helping 

with the design elements, such as colors to be selected, furnishings, 

drapes, floor coverings etc.   That group will be assembled when 

those decisions are needed.

The Fire Fund that was established continues to 

grow. The council continues to discuss this fund at 

each of their meetings. At some point, we will need 

to make some definite plans on how best to utilize 

those funds, whether for our general operating 

budget or other building enhancements.    

This fire has created a great deal of stress and 

anxiety for all of us, yet many silver linings as well.   

Patience on the part of all of us along with good 

communication is so necessary during these times.
