Those attending were asked to bring donations to aid the Miami Valley Women's Center, 
Caring Partners, FISH and Community Table. The church will continue to receive donations 
through Christmas Eve. 
  
Additionally, Salem hosted 
Community Table's 
Christmas Store, which 
was opened to area 
families in need from 
Dec.10-15. Approximately 
80 families visited the 
Christmas Store, selecting 
a maximum of three gifts 
for their children while 
receiving essentials such 
as hats, coats, gloves, 
scarves, clothing, shoes 
and a $25 gift card to 
Aldi's.
