 Not A Sermon, Just A Thought 
 

In Budapest, Hungary there is an unusual place called the Terror 
Museum. Its purpose is to help the Hungarian populace maintain the 
memory of the atrocities they experienced in the dark days of World 
War II and the subsequent fifty years of Communist totalitarianism. 
The museum is the former headquarters for the secret police of both 
the Nazi and Communist governments. 
  

In that dark era the secret police terrorized, tried, deported, or 
executed anyone suspected of being an enemy of the state. This 
was their method of keeping dissension to a minimum. Can you 
imagine living with such anxiety that the watchful eye of a secret informant might report you to the 
authorities for saying or doing something disloyal to the state? 
  

As a pastor I've observed many Christians living under a similar spiritual oppression. They fear that they will 
somehow say or do something that will disqualify them from the Kingdom of God.  Some churches adeptly 
use guilt as a means to keep Christians in line. Consequently, there are too many who are in bondage to 
guilt and the fear of God's judgment (John 3:17). 
  

We know that the Holy Spirit prompts us to change course whenever we step off the path of God's perfect 
plan in word, thought, or deed. The problem comes when our enemy, Satan, masquerades as the Holy 
Spirit. He accuses you and creates deep feelings of defeat and unworthiness in your spiritual life (Rev. 
3:10). 
  

How can we know the difference between the prompting of the Holy Spirit or the accusation of the enemy? 
When the Holy Spirit convicts of sin, the conviction is specific, gentle, and hopeful. But the accusation of 
Satan is vague, harsh, and discouraging. If you're struggling with guilt, recognizing this difference can help 
you determine whether it is the Holy Spirit's work or the devil's. 
  

Our current sermon series RESTORING HOPE is aimed at helping you experience God's grace in the midst 
of our sometimes messy spirituality.
