 Not A Sermon, Just A Thought 
From Pastor Moss 
  

This Sunday I will continue our new series: 
RESTORING HOPE. Many people came to visit Salem last Sunday, 
looking for hope. They hope that God will accept them, and they 
hope the people in the church will accept them, too. Each of us, as 
imperfect people, has the opportunity to demonstrate love, 
acceptance, and forgiveness to those who return this week. I firmly 
believe that those who experience our love and acceptance will have 
discovered the first step to restoring hope in their lives. 
  

Maybe you are one who's spent much of your life believing that you just don't do Christianity right. Maybe 
you've been focused on your imperfection instead of God's fondness for the imperfect. Jesus demonstrated 
God's enjoyment of loving the moral misfits, the religious incompetents and men and women whose lives are 
a mess. 
  

In his book, Messy Spirituality, author Mike Yaconelli says, "Many of those who attend our church have 
always wanted to go to church, wanted to know God better, longed for a better relationship with Jesus, but 
more often than not, they would end up at a church where they were made to feel as if the "mess" of their 
lives disqualified them from the possibility of an authentic spiritual life." 
  

Restoring Hope is an attempt to open your eyes to the deep spirituality of being loved, shortcomings and all, 
by the God who meets you and transforms you in the midst of a messy and unpredictable life.
