What A Difference a Year Makes.
Last year at Epiphany I wrote in this space: “We are, I believe, on the verge of even greater growth which will bring change to us and my role as well.”  At that time, I was grateful for the growth in our Church, the addition that year of new Clergy and Staff, with visitors most Sundays, and new families and individuals joining us.  But, we as a Church community also had some real challenges.  As I described then, if my role was a player coach of a hockey team, there were times when there was no one open for a pass, and the player bench was thin, with few new players willing to get into the game.
New Players & New Plays
Let me just say how ecstatic this player coach is at the team we now have in place.  It is people that are the strength of the Church, those who responded to the call to serve on our Capital Campaign team, who joined our Vestry without prodding, and our Stewardship team too.  Our Together in Faith with Grateful Hearts Capital, followed by our Thrive: Give as God Has Given Stewardship, Campaigns are moving us away from a surviving mentality to one of Thriving.   
What Next?
In many ways, the Vision which drew me here as your Rector has run its course.  It is time for a new vision for St. Martin’s by the Lake’s next five years.   As I also wrote last year: “Church's like ours are called transitional faith communities, between "pastoral" to "program" size.”  It has taken an often-exhausting amount of work, for me, our Staff and our lay leaders to keep us in this in between place.  For transitional size churches either grow to become robustly attended, with healthy self-sustaining structure, that are known in their communities for a commitment to mission 
…or, they fall back.  
Anchored by the Lake, rooted in history, my own Vision for St. Martin’s is stated every Sunday: “We are a Church for others, loving our world with the life changing Gospel of Jesus Christ!”  Recent research—by leading Church consultant Ed Stetzer-- shows us that thriving churches change people’s lives in three distinct ways:
Transformed Individuals.  
Transformational churches have moved past the old scorecard of merely looking for more bodies, bigger budgets and sprawling buildings. They are determined to see life change as normative in the people they come across because of the Gospel’s impact.
Transformed Community. 
As their people become more like Christ, these congregations begin to act like the body of Christ. The leadership releases the members to do the ministry, and the members, in turn, trust the leadership. 
Transformed Neighbours. 
With a mission to help people become more like Jesus and a congregation that hopes to better resemble the body of Christ, it is inevitable that the community surrounding such a church will be changed. 

May God inspire and empower us to be a thriving and transformational Church. —D+

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In the bidding process to restore the lake front fasciae of our Church, we also learned of significant hail damage to our roof. We are grateful that the repairs have been covered by our insurer. Watson-Forsberg, a reputable not-for-profit developer and contractor, will begin a major reroofing and painting project as well as the front-fascia restoration.  A Design Build team of our Buildings and Grounds Team will oversee this project for our Church. 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All 999 pipes have returned to our organ!
The team of Grandall and Engen are in the process of re-voicing pipes that have suffered from metallic fatigue, the result of age and excessive exposure to heat and humidity. We are entering the final stage of a refurbishment that has silenced our organ for two months after considering the size and necessity of the project and allocating specific funds for almost a decade.
Our instrument is expected to resume leading worship and solemnize all weddings and funerals by July 16th.

Ministry News @ St. Martin’s
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A sermon preached on Good Shepherd Sunday, May 7th, 2017



	 “41 So those who welcomed Peter’s message on the day of Pentecost were baptized, and that day about three thousand persons were added. 42 They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers. 43 Awe came upon everyone, because many wonders and signs were being done by the apostles. 44 All who believed were together and had all things in common; 45 they would sell their possessions and goods and distribute the proceeds to all, as any had need. 46 Day by day, as they spent much time together in the temple, they broke bread at home and ate their food with glad and generous hearts, 47 praising God and having the goodwill of all the people. And day by day the Lord added to their number those who were being saved.”  Acts 2:41-47












When the Church began on the Day of 
Pentecost in Jerusalem, Peter preached and 3,000
heard and followed.  They didn’t join a Church.  
The earliest Christians were known as followers 
of the Way of Jesus.  The scripture tells us that 
followers of the Way of Jesus were impacted in 
four distinct ways.  
Impact of Worship: Acts 2:42  
When someone is baptized, confirmed, or when 
we renew our Baptism we are asked a set of 
questions called The Baptismal Covenant. It 
includes this question: “Will you continue in the 
Apostles' teaching and fellowship, in the breaking 
of the bread and in the prayers?” And we reply: 
“I will, with God’s help.”
   Those who follow the Way of Jesus gather 
together to hear: The Word of God, have 
Fellowship with one another, partake of Holy 
Communion and Pray together.  The earlies 
Christians were devoted, they were constant and
they made worship a priority. If we have too have
met the Son of the Living God we will want to be 
where he is. 
    Do we make worship with other followers of the
Way of Jesus a priority, being present as we are able
at this Church by the Lake?
   Worship is the first impact.
Impact of Life-Change: Acts 2:43 
As I shared at our Annual Meeting:
“Transformational churches have moved past the old scorecard of merely looking for more bodies, bigger budgets and sprawling buildings. They are determined to see life change as normative in the people they come across because of the Gospel’s impact.”
   Followers of the Way of Jesus have experienced at least one miracle in their lives: their own spiritual re-birth!  And they have come to expect the miracle of life change in others.  Awe, amazement and joy should mark us as we gather expectantly to see before our very eyes stories of changed lives, of spiritual transformation. 
 
    Is there a sense of awe and joy about the life-
change in the followers of the Way of Jesus here at 
our Church by the Lake? 
   Life-Change is the second impact.
Impact of Generosity: Acts 2: 44-45 
Followers of the Way of Jesus have experienced
the gracious, generous and un-conditional love
of Christ. How can they not be generous in
return? How generous? The earliest Christians 
gave ALL.  Everything. 
    Now we also know that within a generation, as the Church grew, the ancient Jewish practice of the tithe was reclaimed by the Church. Did you know that the Episcopal Church reaffirms the tithe as the minimum standard of giving for Episcopalians?  The Tithe is defined as a tenth, or 10 %, of one's income. My family tithes 10% to this Church, as do several others here.  Or, do we even give our Fair Share?
    Generous followers of the Way of Jesus enable us to be generous to our Ministries, to our Clergy and Staff, and especially well to our neighbours in supporting our Mission Partners.  Our Annual Budget needs Pledge Income of slightly more than $350,000.  Instead of proportional giving, generous givers can give their fair share. Our Average Sunday Attendance is 137; a Fair Share Pledge is $2554.75 per person.
   All, not just a few, of us who follow the Way of Jesus here at St. Martin’s by the Lake are to be generous. 
    Are our lives marked by generosity of Spirit, do we 
give as God has given to us here, as followers of the 
Way of Jesus by the Lake? 
    Generosity is the third Impact.
Impact our Neighbors: Acts 2: 46-47 
As I also shared at our Annual Meeting: With a mission to help people become more like Jesus and a congregation that hopes to better resemble the body of Christ, it is inevitable that the community surrounding such a church will be changed. Transformed Churches transform lives that transform their world. 
    Followers of the Way of Jesus lived spiritually integrated lives.  There was an organic connection between Sunday, and Monday-Friday.  They had a public faith that impacted their public lives.  And, the scripture tells us they earned the goodwill and favour of their non-Christian neighbors.  Imagine that in our day! Imagine a world where followers of Jesus—from all areas of society--actually lived and did what Jesus said to do.  All of that loving your neigbhours-, loving your enemy, turning the other cheek, all of it—he meant that.  It is no wonder that these earliest followers of the way of Jesus, and those who live in this way, have impacted their world.
     I close with a story.  As you may know I suffer from Asthma, but have been well cared for by an excellent Doctor who happens to be Jewish and quite devout. My Doctor and I have great conversations about health, and faith. Back when I accepted the call to be your Rector I had an appointment with our Bishop, right after a Dr.’s appointment. I had never worn my clerical collar to the Dr.’s Office before, which led to a good conversation. “So, why the collar?”, he asked.  I explained my new role at St. Martin’s by the Lake. He replied, “I need to say something to you. Not as a Dr. to his patient, but friend to friend. So, let’s stop the appointment.” He continued, “I know that Church, I know people that attend there. I need you to know the singular opportunity you and they have to make a difference for good in the world.” Just in case it hadn’t sunk in, he repeated it and asked, “Do you understand?”  I did, and I do.
     Do our neighbors, friends, co-workers or classmates 
know that we are followers of the Way of Christ? 
     The fourth and final impact is on our neighbors.

O God, whose Son Jesus is the Good Shepherd of your 
people: Grant that when we hear his voice may know
him who calls us each by name, ad follow where he 
leads. Amen
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
