CONFIRMATION POLICIES AND ATTENDANCE
We are very excited for each of you as you begin this journey of study and growth into the beauty and richness that is our Catholic faith!  In committing to the Confirmation program, we ask that students and parents be committed to and aware of the following:

· Once the year begins, please commit to either Sunday or Wednesday night.  Please seek permission from Mrs. Howard or Monica Chichester to switch classes when there is a conflict.

· If a student misses a class, it is the student’s responsibility to make-up the missing work.

· When a student will be absent, please call the parish office (970-925-7339) to inform the catechists.

· If a student is absent four times, a parent will be contacted by Father Hilton.
· When a student exceeds 6 absences, the parent and student will be called for a meeting with Father Hilton to determine if the student is adequately prepared for the Sacrament of Confirmation.  This many absences may jeopardize the student’s opportunity to be confirmed.

· Promptness is a necessity.  A student will be marked tardy if they arrive after 6:10 pm.  
· If a student is tardy three times it will count as an absence.  The same policy will be implemented if students leave class before dismissal.

· In the event of cancellation of classes, we will inform parents via email.

Mass Attendance

Sunday Mass is at the very heart of our faith; it is the encounter between man and God, where we physically receive Jesus, Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity.  For this reason, our Holy Mother Church obliges us to attend the Mass at least once a week because we need Christ to radically live our faith in a world that so readily rejects Him.
