Saint Project & Report
I. Written Report – due Wednesday, March 6th 2013

The written report should be 2-3 pages double spaced, Times New Roman, 12 pt font.

A. Introduction – should include basic facts regarding your Saint 




(name, birthplace, feast day, patron saint of...)

B. Body Paragraphs – should include a summary of the saint’s life from birth to death, the saint’s qualities and virtues, and a particular moment of conversion or sanctification in their life.  

C. Concluding Paragraphs – should include why you’ve chosen this saint, what particular attributes about this person inspire you, how this saint relates to you, and how you plan to imitate this person in your own life.

Lastly, but not least, include an additional page that lists the sources that you used, whether they be books or websites.  Please use at least three different resources and we ask that one of them be from a book.

II. Presentations – Saturday, March 9nd 2013 after the 5:30 pm Mass

You must use one of the following in your presentation: Diorama; PowerPoint Presentation (let us know in advance to have ready the screen); Artistic work (sculpture, painting, etc.) or Dramatic Presentation (with or without costume).  We expect your work to be your very best effort and at an 8th grade level.
Use these main points to help you structure your presentation: 
· Saint’s Name 
· Feast Day
· Saint’s Place of Birth

· Childhood and Family Life 
· Occupation
· Life’s journey and Death of the Saint
· What virtues did this saint practice in his/her life?

· What aspects of this person’s Christian life attract you? 

· How is this saint a model for Christians today and for you specifically? 

· What is one way you will strive to imitate this Saint in their love for Jesus?

· What special works did they do?  (Serve the poor, feed the hungry, teach, etc.)

· Is this a patron saint for a group of people or a specific cause?
Presentations should be 5-7 minutes long and will be SATURDAY, MARCH 9nd after the 5:30 pm Mass.  Be sure to practice a few times beforehand, stating only the essential and most compelling information about your Saint.  It will be festive affair, with a potluck dinner and an invitation to the whole parish to come learn about the Saints from our Confirmation students.
