It is so easy to fall into the trap of making rules for
change: do this, don’t do that. And we certainly are
given many of those in the Bible. But the essence of our
faith isn’t rules; it’s relationship with God. How do we
take advantage of that relationship, in the con-
text of living in a broken'world, so that we
are different, different because we are like
Jesus? '
