• Role – Purpose by which you as an individual will 
demonstrate the characteristics and nature of God as 
you seek specific ways to pursue a unified 
relationship with your spouse 

• Responsibility – Choosing to learn how to specifically 
obey the imperatives in God’s word as you divide 
household responsibilities.

A Husband is to be a Protector  

2.  Protects from danger - God is our refuge and 
strength, a very present help in trouble.

• Guards finances 
• Guards the calendar, is careful to protect against 
stress and over-commitments, foolish uses of 
time and resources.

Doing with less and growing in 
contentment can help in determining what the 
family needs.

The Role of a Father  

• Not every husband is called to be a father 
• Fathers are called to fulfill their role as husband 
first as they seek to be godly fathers to their 
children. (see all above) 

• Fathers must not abdicate their parental 
responsibilities to their wife. 

• A large percentage of counseling requests come 
from wives who are discouraged, alone, and 
exasperated because their husbands don’t lead 
spiritually and take initiatives with their children.

What Submission is 
1.  The Greek word translated “submission” in our 

English Bibles is a military term that literally 
means “arrange yourself in rank under.” In any 
organization, or relationship (even the Trinity), 
there has to be a plan for function and order. 

2.  Someone has to take the lead and carry the 
responsibility; someone has to follow. 

3.  Submission demonstrates love for God - but I 
do as the Father has commanded me, so that 
the world may know that I love the Father.
