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1.  How can someone stop doing something addictive and controlling that feels good but hurts your soul and purity inside? 

There’s good news……whatever the situation is or how long it’s been going on, God knows your situation and He wants to help you. This might sound like a generic answer, but you should start by praying. Have a genuine conversation with God and tell Him what’s on your heart about the situation. Ask Him for forgiveness and ask Him to help you stop. Make sure you’re spending time in the Word everyday and find some scriptures that are related to your situation. Remember that the enemy will try to make you feel guilty and ashamed so that you feel like you’ve messed up too much or too badly to go to God. It would also be helpful if you talk to a mature believer in Jesus that can pray with you, hold you accountable, or inform you of some resources that might be available for you. It’s better not to go through this alone. Fasting is also something that is mentioned in the Bible that helps strengthen us spiritually so that we do not fall into temptation. None of this should be followed as a religious formula for success, but should be done with a surrendered and humble heart that wants to be obedient to Jesus and wants to change. Most importantly, have faith and expect that God will help overcome. 

Scripture: 
“Be pleased, O LORD, to deliver me;O LORD, make haste to help me!” Psalm 40:13
“Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. 2 And when He had fasted forty days and forty nights, afterward He was hungry.” Matthew 4:1

2.  Can the devil get saved?  Should we pray for Him to get saved?

The devil cannot be saved. It would be pointless to pray for him because God tells us in His word, which we believe to be the truth, that the devil has been defeated. There is no mention of victory or of salvation for the devil in the bible, but only of defeat.

3.  Is it a sin to be angry with God?

I believe that it is not always a sin, but it can be depending on the root of your anger. For example, if lack of faith is the root, then yes it is a sin. We need to remember He is a perfect loving God and when situations in life come up that cause us to be mad at Him, He not the one at fault. Things happen because we live in a broken world as a result of sin, which is something man chooses to participate in, not God. Knowing that nothing is impossible for God can sometimes lead us to be angry with Him because we wonder why He didn’t make things go our way. We need to choose to go to Him for comfort, healing, and trust that He will use the bad situations for our good in the end.


“Be angry, and do not sin”: do not let the sun go down on your wrath,”  Ephesians 4:26

“And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.” Romans 8:28

4. If God gives us OBVIOUS sins that we’re on the right path, but we DOUBT ourselves, even though we have these signs, is that normal?  And in these situations, when we doubt ourselves, does that mea we are doubting God too?

It is normal to doubt ourselves even after we think we have received many signs from God, but this might actually be fear, which God does not want us to live by. When we doubt ourselves when we are hearing from God, then yes, we are doubting Him because He is the one guiding us. If the signs you are receiving don’t contradict what is in the bible, then keep moving forward in faith.

Jehovah's Witnesses believe that Satan was originally a perfect Angel who developed feelings of self-importance and craved worship. “Accept the one whose faith is weak, without quarreling over disputable matters. 2 One person’s faith allows them to eat anything, but another, whose faith is weak, eats only vegetables. 3 The one who eats everything must not treat with contempt the one who does not, and the one who does not eat everything must not judge the one who does, for God has accepted them. 4 Who are you to judge someone else’s servant? That is true we should have no idols, as stated in the 10 commandments in Exodus 20.  The word “saints” is a word primarily used among Catholics; words similar in Christian text are disciples and apostles.  Saints, disciples or apostles are people that we can model our lives after, and that is not idolatry. Idolatry is making something or someone higher or bigger than what it really is and or worshipping something.  Modeling is following someone’s example and trying to live the way that they do.  We can model our lives after the disciples in the New Testament, because they lived and tried to model themselves after Christ.  In 1 Corinthians 11:1 Paul states “Follow my example, as I follow the example of Christ.”

23.  A commandment I that we shall not kill, does that mean good people who kill bad people are going to hell?  Example:  the soldiers that killed Osama Bin Laden?

In Exodus 20:13, it states, “You shall not murder.”  But it also states in Matthew 5:38 “Eye for an eye, and tooth for tooth.”  Osama Bin Laden was not innocent by any means and justice did need to be served and the Navy Seals that killed him were doing their job and bringing justice to what he had done.  Humans handle the injustices of the world; very rarely does God strike someone with lightning because they have been bad.  People who serve justice like Police Officers and soldiers, are here to bring law and order and sometimes their jobs require them to kill, but that does not forfeit their opportunity to go to heaven.  God looks at the heart and if you have a relationship with Him you will go to heaven.  There is a lot to be said about God and killing, but to make it quick and possibly more confusing, God is a God of peace (John 14:7, Romans 8:6, 1 Corinthians 7:15), but will give favor in the time of battle for victory (When Joshua prayed and the sun stood still so they could win the battle-Joshua 10).

24.  Romantic relationships are not just between two people.  They include family and brothers and sisters in Christ.  But how much or little opinion or intervention do these other people get to have in a relationship.

Well actually, a romantic relationship is just between the two people and God, not with other people.  When the Bible talks about marriage it clearly states that the man will leave his father and mother and be united with his wife.  This means that he is leaving the opinions and thoughts of his parents and is now united with his wife, all outside opinions and thoughts do not matter, it is just the two of them.  If you are talking about a romantic relationship that has not entered into marriage, then yes, people like your “brothers and sisters in Christ” can and most likely should have an opinion on your relationships.  For instance if you are in a dating relationship and your parents don’t think it is a good idea for you to be dating that person, then there is validity to that. The Bible is very clear in obeying your parents (Exodus 20).  Obviously you have to be careful about whom you are listening to and what type of advice you are getting from them.  Remember the saying, “love is blind.”  Sometimes it does take an outside opinion to make you realize what you are in, good or bad.

Rules of listening to advice:  

1. Really listen to what the person is saying, just because you may not agree with what they are saying doesn’t make what they are saying not true.

2. Is it Biblically based? Or is it worldly based?

3.  Who is this person in my life (do they have a right to influence your life, like a parent or pastor, or are they a random person at school or off the street)?
