

     Pastor Dennis Acraman

Dennis Acraman was miraculously converted in the early 70's.  An energetic street preacher, he itinerated with several ministries during the ‘Jesus Movement’ winning people to Christ around New Zealand. 
In 1987, Dennis left a successful business career to pioneer a church after many years of lay ministry at Takapuna A/G. In 1989, he took up his current position as Senior Pastor of the Hastings AOG with his wife Mina co-pastoring.  The church has been blessed with many new converts and good rates of New-Christian retention through effective discipling.  Dennis has served his movement, AOG, for many years as a regional overseer, Chairman of the Disciplinary Review Tribunal and the Executive Presbyter for four years.
Despite pastoring a busy congregation with strong missions interests Dennis takes time, with the encouragement and intercessory prayer support of his church leadership, to extend his ministry to other churches both here and overseas.
 
He has ministered in the Solomon Islands, Fiji, Easter Island, Chile, Australia, South Africa, Egypt, Kenya, Romania, and Kazakhstan; and has a heart for the Middle East, Muslim nations in particular. He has visited different revivals around the world, in particular, Korea in 1994 and Brazil in 1997and is a frequent speaker on the subject of revival. Dennis has a heart for indigenous people movements, with a vision to see ‘ordinary people doing extraordinary things for God’.
