President Letter February 2017 

These are unique times. There are very powerful forces in play that, unchecked, will undermine the support 
for those who are most vulnerable in our society. It is fine to extoll “personal responsibility”, but not as 
justification for giving less to others, and keeping more for oneself. It is fine to talk about “freedom”, but not 
when it means freedom to harm others, or freedom to turn a blind eye to those in need. 

Our UU principles inspire us to respect the inherent worth and dignity of all people, and to support the 
interconnected web of all existence.  This will mean stepping up to defend the needs of those who have less, 
to defend those who are “different” and to defend the biological web that supports all life.    

It may be a long struggle, but it is a worthy one.

Beginning this month, we will report the results of official Board of Trustee voting on substantive issues, (an 
example of a non-substantive issue would be the acceptance of a regular report such as one offered by the 
Minister or the Treasurer.)  
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Results of votes BOT took at its January 19, 2017 meeting: 
  
1.      $3000 will be withdrawn from the Mel Tiger Fund to cover expenses already incurred from electrical 
repairs and supplies leaving $800 for the remainder of the year.  The Mel Tiger Fund is money left to the 
congregation in Mel’s bequest.  The supplies referred to are of the kind used by Buildings and Grounds, not 
the Office.  The electrical repairs permitted us to receive certification that the building follows City and State 
Building Code and included lighting for the Meeting Room. 
  
2.      Upon the recommendation of the Endowment Committee, up to $4,700 will be made available for new 
chairs; up to $300 will be made available for a wall plaque for names of contributors to the Endowment.  The 
Buildings and Grounds Committee will be responsible for choosing chairs.  The Endowment committee will be 
responsible for choosing a plaque. 
  
3.      $90 will be spent on a six-month subscription to Meetup.com.  Meetup.com enables internet-users to 
find the names, dates, location and information about activities that might interest them.  It is another way to 
reach the wider community.  The congregation will advertise itself on a trial basis. 
 

Board meetings are open to the public. Feel free to attend.

The program also features two movements from a 
concerto by Georg Philipp Telemann for oboe d'amore, a more tranquil and serene relative of the modern 
oboe. Joel Evans will be the soloist. Kairos will also sing Bach's charming motet "Ich Lasse dich Nicht," for 
double chorus. This work, which earlier scholars had attributed to various members of the Bach family, was 
lost during World War II and rediscovered in Ukraine only in 1999. Its text is based on the mysterious imagery 
of Jacob's Ladder found in the Book of Genesis.
