What Am I Committing To? 
 

• Consistent attendance to a program—we ask that you arrive fifteen minutes 
before and stay fifteen minutes afterwards.  These extra minutes become key 
relational times with students. 

 

• Relational ministry with students during the week. We ask that you invest 
roughly one half hour of extra time per week for follow-up with students through 
notes, phone calls, hanging-out, etc… 

 

• Attendance and involvement to a monthly staff meeting 
 

• Growing as a Christian and consistent Christian lifestyle 
 
 
Our goal for you, if you should join our leadership team, is for you to become more of an 
independent minister, enjoying your relationships with students and not one solely 
dependent on the program for interaction: 
 

• Time: be patient; feeling comfortable and connecting with students takes time. 
 

• Participation: Going on special events (SOS, Cloud 9, overnighter, etc…) will help 
intensify and solidify your relationships with students. 

 

• Initiative: the more you invest, the more you will get out of it.  Your relationships 
will grow deeper as you invest your time.   

 

 
The Application Process:  How do I become a youth ministry volunteer? 
 
 

1. Express interest:  If you have an interest in serving God by helping students but 
you are unsure where, we can help you with this. Just showing interest does not 
commit you in any way to serving in this ministry.  We see it as a step in discovering 
how you can best grow and serve Jesus in this local church body. 

 

2. Initial Contact by Church Staff: This is an opportunity for us to briefly talk with 
you and learn about your desire to do youth ministry.  We can give you a general 
overview of the ministry then and make an arrangement for you to visit one of our 
programs if desired. 
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3. Receive Youth Ministry Material: This information will allow you to know more 
about us and to know how you can serve in this ministry.  

 

4. Observe Programs: Come to one of our events and see what happens during that 
time. 

 

5. Complete Application Packet and S.H.A.P.E. description or Spiritual Gift 
Inventory: After you observe a program or two you’ll have an idea of how you 
may want to serve.  Also, the inventory should help us know how God made your 
passions and planned your experiences so that we find the best fit for you to serve.  
We realize the packet asks probing and reflective questions. We want to make sure 
you and the youth will be a good fit for each other and we value your time and 
energy. All questions of a sensitive nature will be held confidential. 

 

6. Interview with Youth Pastor: During this time, it will allow you to share where 
you are in your spiritual journey and how the answers from your spiritual gift 
inventory fit with what we can offer you in terms of service.  This is a chance for 
you to also ask any questions about our ministry as we ask questions to get to know 
you. 

 

7. Prayerfully Consider Your Commitment: If you are offered a place to serve, 
we’ll give you a commitment sheet for the position and ask you to pray over your 
decision before committing.  Please consult your family and friends during this 
time, too. 

 

8. Return Commitment Sheet: If you feel led by the Lord and without reservation, 
sign the sheet and join the team.  Hand this in to Brian once you have finished.  

 

9. Begin Ministry and Have an Evaluation Meeting: After your first few times of 
service, we’d like to get with you to hear how your experience has been and how 
we can make it more rewarding for you.
