Listed profiles can be found by 

other members, and only your picture and 

email address can be seen. You can adjust 

who can see the information in your profile in 

your privacy settings. To encourage 

interaction in the online community, all 

profiles of Westwood Regular Attenders  

will default to listed unless you request to  

be unlisted.
