The 
Monkeys that will be promoting will be the ones that would be promoting to Tigers in the fall 
anyway; we will just be promoting them a few months early.  The rest of the children will be 
promoted to their appropriate classes in September. Hopefully these small shifts will help. We 
will be watching carefully and if we need to re-evaluate the class set-up in September that is 
always an option.

 The one-year rotation for Worship Through Caring will be coming to a close at the end of 
August, and in September we will be starting a new rotation for the next year. Melissa will 
have the new sign-up sheet available now, for people to begin signing up. If you’re currently 
on the list and you would like to sign-up again, we would love to have you back.  If you are 
not currently on the rotation and you think this might be an area you would like to serve, we 
would love to have you join us. We will need lots and lots of volunteers.  Last year we had 75 
volunteers; this year let’s see if we can get 100! With our growing number of children, we 
need a growing number of volunteers.
