Robert S. McGee, on page 27 of his 
book The Search for Significance, 
says that most men base their self-
worth on a lie propagated by Satan. 
That lie tells us that our self-worth is 
defined by our performance plus oth-
ers' opinions of us. When we believe 
this, we let Satan deceive us. 
 
God has never said that who we are 
depends on Satan's big lie. In fact, our 
Father has said that nothing we can 
do on our own can earn His grace 
(Ephesians 2:8,9). By ourselves, we 
are lost and doomed to spend an eter-
nity away from God. 
 
So who are Christians? Who are you 
when you have obeyed God? First, 
you become a child of God (John 
1:12). All your sins are forgiven (Col. 
2:13) and you are declared righteous 
by God (II Cor. 5:21). You are in the 
Kingdom of Christ (Col. 1:13) and you 
have eternal life (John 5:24). You have 
a loving relationship with God and 
one another (I John 4:9-11). God's 
Spirit abides in you to help you (I 
Thess. 4:8).  
 
With boldness you can say that you 
are a child of God made after His own 
image. In Christ you are a new crea-
tion as God and the Spirit work to cre-
ate a new you. Your self-esteem de-
pends on God's love for you, and no 
one can take that away.
